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The Activity Course Fund is a discretionary fund which aims to support skill development, leadership and coaching support wherever possible. 

Consideration will be given to students gaining qualifications/leadership skills in:
 - Coaching awards
 - Instructor awards
 - Specific safety awards
 - Skill development

Awards MAY be given: 
1. To students who are registered members of a club, society or activity group/ committee
2. Where justification can be provided as to how the course will benefit the individual and the activity for a period of one or more years
3. To students who are 1st or 2nd years (i.e. will continue to be active members for one or more years following training)

Applications can only be considered retrospectively and receipts for all expenditure must be provided together with proof of successful completion of the course.

Application forms are available on line and should be submitted to the Student Activities Co-ordinator with the appropriate supporting evidence. 
The fund can support up to 60% of allowable costs which can include course costs, transport to and from course and other relevant costs. 

Applications are submitted to the Advocacy Manager for consideration, who will seek final approval from the Clubs and Societies subcommittee/ Finance subcommittee, where necessary. 
Successful applicants will be notified as soon as possible and awards are available for collection 10 working days following the relevant deadline.

Where monies remain in the fund, applications will continue to be considered up to the financial year end (July 31st). However applicants are encouraged to apply as soon as possible as funds are limited. Please note claims must be processed in the academic year to which they relate, so an application for assistance with the costs of an event taking place in July ‘10 could only be considered by the 09/10 fund and would not be eligible for consideration in 10/11.
