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The Activity Development Fund is a discretionary fund available to clubs, societies or other student led groups that require help with either the development of existing projects or in establishing a new project. 

Applications for projects costing up to £500 can be considered, with a request that 60% be supported by Students’ Union sponsorship. The remaining 40% should be funded by the participants, activity group or other sponsor. 
The club, society or student group will need to complete an application form (available on line from www.citysu.com ) detailing the nature of the project and its benefit to students.

Application Criteria

The application MUST satisfy the following criteria:
1. The project will either be of long term demonstrable benefit to an existing student activity or will allow the establishment of a new activity that could be sustained for the life of the proposed project period.

2. The application must clearly show how the balance of the required funding (40%) will be provided and evidence of this must be provided.

3. The project should be widely promoted and engage with as many students as possible.
Examples may include:

1. Purchasing equipment that will expand an existing club/society’s range of activity.

2. One off trips or additional activities, which will widen the opportunities available to students.

3. Staging events (competitions, festivals, productions, tournaments, conferences etc) which will provide new or wider opportunities for student engagement.

Application Process
1. Complete an Activity Development Fund application form – with relevant supporting information.

2. Submit an application form to the Student Activities Co-ordinator.

3. Where relevant, further support, advice and guidance will be provided by the Student Activities Co-ordinator to ensure the project proposal satisfies all criteria.

4. When the application is complete it shall submitted to the Advocacy Manager for consideration, who will seek final approval from the Clubs and Societies subcommittee/ Finance subcommittee where necessary. 
5. Where a project is approved, relevant funding and further support on the next steps shall be provided via the Student Activities Co-ordinator.

Generally the fund MAY support up to a maximum of 60% of allowable costs, please note available funds are limited and applications will be considered on their individual merit, any award made will take account of the alternative funding available to that group. 

Submit your application to Student Activities Co-ordinator, as soon as you have completed it. Applicants will be notified of receipt of the application and outcome within 10 working days after submission, where possible. 
Where monies remain in the fund, applications will continue to be considered up to the financial year end (July 31st). However applicants are encouraged to apply as soon as possible as funds are limited. 
Please note:

Claims must be processed in the academic year to which they relate, so an application for assistance with the costs of an event taking place in July ‘10 could only be considered by the 09/10 fund and would not be eligible for consideration in 10/11.
