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Club and Society Officers’ Code of Conduct
This document constitutes the Code of Conduct for City University London Students’ Union Clubs & Societies Officers. The Code of Conduct advises Club & Society Officers about their expected behaviour when running a Club or Society and managing its activities. 

Most importantly within a Club or Society setting, its role is to protect the Officers, members and others potentially affected by the Officers actions, through an agreement of set standards.

When adhered to and supported by effective disciplinary measures, this code of conduct will serve to reduce the risk of harm and injury to members and the community in general.

Disciplinary action may be taken by the Students’ Union and / or the University against any Officer who does not adhere to the Code of Conduct.


By accepting the role of Club / Society Officer, you will ensure that: 

· You adhere to the constitution, general rules, regulations and policies of the Students’ Union. 

· At least one meeting per Club/Society is held each year.

· The Club / Society operates within its stated aims and objectives at all times.
· The Club / Society activities are accurately represented to students, members, staff, and the SU Trustee Board.

· Their behaviour whilst engaged in business relating to the Club / Society is appropriate at all times.

· The Student Activities Finance Policy is followed at all times.

· There is no inaccurate reporting or management of Club / Society funds.

· All Club / Society equipment is recorded, protected from theft and declared in the annual equipment inventory for the Trustee Board.

· There is no involvement in illegal activity and/or contravention of Ultra Vires.

· No discriminatory behaviour against any group or individual is permitted.

· No student is allowed to take part in any activity for which they do not have valid membership for. 
· Any website set up to represent the Club / Society is regularly monitored and no inappropriate content is permitted.

NB. The Members’ Code of Conduct for Club / Society Members also applies to Officers
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
